FAQ provided about DIEBELS assessments, DIEBELS is a multi-year indicator of student progress 

towards Literacy. Progressive measures beginning with sounds to complex words and 

comprehension.  

Ways and Methods of teaching reading so kids can decode.  

Chart provided for DIEBELS report 

• Asked questions about "What is this?", "What do you make of it?", And "Now What?" 

• Additional comments: DIEBELS measures shown K-3, BOY and MOY, results show drop 

between 1 and 3, Does not provide a longitudinal measure, changes in DIEBELS over the 

course of the year, the measure and assessment changes and gets progressively harder. 

Early skills lay base for later comprehension. DIEBELS is state measure for lower grades. 

Proficiency went down in 2 from BOY to MOY, Whittier has a lot of turnover over the 

course of the year. ELP students not included in data.  

• DIEBELS parent guide shown to provide insight into what the test reviews.  

• Review Math and ELA Interim Assessment Results provided.  

• Math and Language proficiency, measures the progress and proficiency to standards.  



• Two primary measures used in school district. DIEBELS is reported to the state. Interims 

are used by the district.
